How long is the course?

· Four hour course which can be run as either a four hour course or two x two hour courses over two evenings or at weekends if a four hour course.
Who runs/tutors the course?

· Trained RFU Safeguarding Tutors

Who is the course for?

· Current and incoming Club Safeguarding Officers (CSO’s) only. 

Please Note – 

As from the 1st of September 2009, RFU regulations state that it will be mandatory for all CSO’s to attend a CSOW within 6 months of their appointment. All existing CSO’s must also complete this training.
What are the outcomes of the course?
By the end of the course participants will be able to:

· To define and explain the role and responsibility of a RFU Club Safeguarding Officer

· To identify the roles of club members to promote welfare and good practice

· To identify good practice when recruiting new volunteers into the club

· To design a club implementation plan

· To use the RFU Policy and Handbook to manage disclosures

How much does the course cost?

· The course is free to Club Safeguarding Officers and incoming Club Safeguarding Officers
What does the participant receive from attending the course?

· Certificate of attendance

· CSO’s will need to bring with them their Club Welfare Handbook
