· Trained RFU Safeguarding Tutors

Who is the course for?

· In general terms the course is for any member of staff or volunteer who is working with or has responsibility for children and young people (players under the age of 18 years)  within rugby, from club to international level…e.g.
· Professional Staff

· All coaches/assistant coaches

· Heads of Mini/Midi Rugby sections

· Heads of Youth Rugby Sections

· Team Managers


· All Referees who manage mini/midi and youth games

· Welfare Officers

· Physiotherapists

· Club administrators

· CB volunteers with responsibility for young people

· Volunteers and staff within schools and education

What are the outcomes of the course?

· By the end of the course participants will be able to:

· Identify best practice within Rugby

· Identify signs and indicators of possible abuse and poor practice

· State action to take if there is a concern or disclosure

· Know where to find support within the RFU

· Recognise their role in safeguarding and protecting young people within rugby
