4. HONORARY SECRETARY'S REPORT:

11. ANY OTHER BUSINESS:
i) M MacTaggart updated the committee on the Pathfinder programme and hoped that all Surrey Schools would support this initiative.
ii) An update was provided on the SWSS Leagues. 18 schools attended the finals on the May 2nd over 5 year groups with over 2500 attendees. Next season there would be 6 leagues of 6 teams each. 
iii) The proposal is to combine the new HSBC emerging/emerged schools programme to include girls year 7.

There will be three festivals per year leading to regional and national finals; this is to come into line with the need for more competition rather than the one festival per year.

The proposal is for year 7 girls Tag Rugby at the first and second festival to maintain the development and opportunity that they are already getting at Primary level. This will then be supported to take through to contact through teacher education and support from club coaches and CRC’s, for the last festival. Schools if not enough take up can combine with other local schools or SSP teams.

Year 8 and 9 combined girls contact also to be organised at the three festivals.


iv) It was reported that the ERFSU was currently working on their Strategic Plan and that this should be reviewed at the Surrey Schools meeting in September.
